Thabazimbi Christian School 
teachers gain life-saving skills

Thabazimbi – Teachers at Thabazimbi Christian School took part in a vital 
training initiative hosted by Wildmed Emergency Services. The first aid 
training sessions, held from 1-3 October and 8-10 October 2024, equipped 
educators with essential life-saving skills. The training covered both Level 1 
and Level 2 first aid, accredited by the SETA and the Department of Labour.
Over the six-day training, participants, including Grade 2 teacher Corne van 
Rooyen and Grade 3 teacher Lerato Mathe, learned critical procedures for 
handling emergencies. From performing cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) 
to managing fractures and burns, the training ensures that staff are prepared 
to assist learners and colleagues in urgent situations.
Wildmed Emergency Services tutor, Anelize Havenga, led the sessions, 
covering a wide range of topics. In Level 1 training, the focus was on basic 
emergency responses such as CPR, choking, and shock management. 
Participants also learned to handle bleeding, wounds, burns, and fractures. 
Level 2 built upon these skills with advanced training in treating life-threatening 
injuries, spinal and chest injuries, and following international CPR protocols.
Reflecting on the training, Corne van Rooyen expressed her gratitude, 
saying, “I want to thank Anelize for the excellent training. She made us all feel 
comfortable and explained everything so clearly that we could understand. It 
was incredibly interesting to learn how to help others. As a teacher, it’s crucial 
for me to be able to assist any learners who may need first aid.”
