Municipality.
In a press release issued on 28 January 2026, the DA 
said it had formally written to Madibeng’s municipal 
manager, Quiet Kgatla, following repeated oversight 
visits that allegedly exposed severe infrastructure 

failure at the plant. According to 
the party, broken pump stations 
and prolonged neglect have 
resulted in untreated sewage 
being diverted into stormwater 

channels 
that flow 
directly into the river.
The DA claims its most recent 
inspection on 16 January 
2026 revealed that the facility 
is no longer functioning 
as intended. It says it has 
submitted photographic 
and video evidence to the 
municipality, which it believes 
confirms the scale of the 
pollution.
The Crocodile River runs from 
the Brits region northwest into 

Limpopo Province — including past Thabazimbi — 
and forms part of a major river system that ultimately 
becomes the Limpopo River. Water from this system 
is vital to communities, agriculture and ecosystems 
downstream, meaning upstream contamination has 
the potential to affect areas far beyond Madibeng.
According to the DA, the alleged daily discharge of 
sewage poses serious public health and environmental 
risks. The party said pollution of irrigation water 
threatens crops and livestock, adding that farmers 
downstream have already reported losses and raised 
concerns about continued exposure.
The DA further linked the sewage crisis to what it 

described as a broader breakdown in service delivery 
within Madibeng, pointing to ongoing problems with 
water supply, sanitation, electricity, road maintenance 
and waste removal. It said residents are increasingly 
frustrated and forced to live with what it called 
preventable health hazards.
In its formal correspondence, the DA said it has 
called for urgent intervention and plans to escalate 
the matter to Parliament, including the Portfolio 
Committee on Water and Sanitation. The party said 
it is seeking answers on why raw sewage is allegedly 
still entering the river, why sewage infrastructure has 
collapsed, how pollution is affecting farmers and 
communities, and why the municipality has failed to 
communicate transparently.

Platinum Bushvelder has contacted the municipal 
manager of Madibeng Local Municipality to respond 
to the allegations raised in the DA’s statement. At the 
time of publication, no response had been received.
The warning comes at a time when Thabazimbi and 
surrounding areas are facing dry conditions, water 
shortages and ongoing electricity challenges. Unlike 

this period last year, when rainfall was significantly 
higher, residents are now relying on limited and often 
untreated water sources.
In light of the allegations, residents are urged to take 
precautionary measures when using water from rivers, 
boreholes or informal sources. This includes boiling 
water before drinking, cooking or giving it to children, 
and exercising caution until authorities provide clarity 
on the safety of water supplies.
The DA said the Crocodile River is a vital resource that 
cannot afford continued neglect, warning that delays in 
addressing sewage failures risk long-term damage to 
public health, agriculture and the environment.

– As thousands of learners settle back into the 
school routine, road safety authorities across 
Limpopo have sent a clear message: when it 
comes to transporting children, shortcuts will not 
be tolerated.
On 27 January 2026, the Limpopo Department 
of Transport and Community Safety rolled out a 
Safer Back to School operation in Thabazimbi 
CBD, aimed squarely at ensuring that scholar 
transport vehicles meet legal and safety 
requirements.
Twelve officers took part in the operation, 
stopping and inspecting 86 vehicles, including 

2 buses, 75 taxis and 7 SUVs. While many 
operators were found to be compliant, officers 
issued 13 summonses for offences such 
as failure to comply with permit conditions 
and Professional Driving Permit (PRDP) 
requirements. As a result, 10 vehicles were 
impounded on the spot — 2 buses, 5 taxis and 3 
SUVs — after being deemed unfit or unlawful to 
transport learners.
As schools remain in full swing, parents and 
communities are encouraged to remain vigilant 
and to report unsafe scholar transport practices. 
Because every school journey should begin – 
and end – safely.

assault case involving Ria Oberholzer, 
Petrus Oelofse and Jesica Hull has once 
again been postponed, with the trial now 
set to continue on 29 June 2026.
The matter, which first went to trial 
in March 2024, has been marked by 
repeated delays over the past two years. 
It was previously scheduled for early 
December 2025, then provisionally 
moved to mid-January 2026, before 
being confirmed for late January. The 
latest postponement extends the case by 
a further five months.
All three accused remain out on bail.

Africa, police make about 1.1 million arrests a year
